
PROTESTS: Written protest must be submitted to the Race Committee no later than 2 hours after the finish of the race. Skippers of the affected boats will be advised of the time and place of the protest hearing.

PENALTIES:  The 720° penalty in rule 44.2 will apply.

RETIRING: A boat retiring from the race shall notify the Race Committee vessel before leaving the course or at its earliest possible opportunity after retiring from the race.

SCORING: Yachts whose entry fee has not been received prior to the start of the races will NOT be scored. There are no throw-outs.

RESULTS: Will be available at the Markley Marine Gazebo immediately following the race.  Race results will be published in the CRCA newsletter, “The Catscan” and at http://warmgear.com/

AWARDS:  Flags will be given to winners @ the ABYRA Haul-Out Party in October.

THE PICNIC: Food will be available at a reasonable price.

MANAGEMENT:  The Clinton River Catalina Association (CRCA) is the organizing authority and will provide race management.

RULES:  The USSA Racing Rules of Sailing (2009-2012) and this Notice of Race shall govern the race. 

ELIGIBILITY:  All sail yachts owned or chartered by individual members of clubs or associations who are members in good standing of ABYRA, DRYA and/or USSA and who have paid their race fees. In the event of a boat without a rating, the RC will assign a temporary rating. 

CLASSES:  PHRF, Cruising Spinnaker and JAM classes will be offered. Class splits will be determined by number of applicants. Class splits will be posted at the Markley Gazebo and NSSC clubhouse no later 8:30 a.m. on the day of the race.

START TIME:  Warning Signal for the first start will be at 11:30 a.m.
CLASS FLAGS:  Class flags are assigned to the following order of start.

First Start:     Pink

Second Start: Green

Third Start:    Gold

Fourth Start:   Purple

RATING:  All yachts will race under P.H.R.F. rating.  DRYA Rating/One Design Measurement Certificate will be accepted.  Race Committee will assign rating for those yachts without certificates. 

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS:  When committee boat displays code flag “L”, “come within hail”, verbal changes may be given altering any of these instructions.

SHORTEN COURSE:  The course may be shortened at any turning mark. Finish between the RC boat flying code flag “S” and the nearby mark.

COURSE (See Sailing Instructions for details)

Courses will be in the northern portion of the ABYRA (A-B-C) triangle.  Please allow time to get to the course area.

There will be up to 3 windward/leeward races held, depending on the wind conditions and time constraints. Races will be one lap only.

Race legs will be approx. 1-1/2 miles long. The windward mark will be a large orange inflatable triangle.

The next race will start approximately 10 minutes after the last boat has finished its race.
